
EDUROAM: connection for @deusto or @opendeusto users 

 

Eduroam is the worldwide roaming access service for the international research 
and education community. 

The service allows students, researchers and staff from University of Deusto with 
an @deusto or @opendeusto account to obtain Internet connectivity across campus 
and when visiting participating institutions.  

To connect to eduroam for the first time you will need to set up the network in your 
device. These are the steps to follow: 

1. Connect to the UD-Visitor network:   

 

2. Open a browser, type cat.eduroam.org and click on the “Haz clic aquí para 
descargar tu instalador de eduroam” button:

9. Going back to the list of networks, disconnect from UD-Visitor and connect 
to Eduroam. You may be asked again for the password, but from now on 
the device should connect automatically. 
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
